PINSTRIPE / SM GRAPHIC ROLL INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Laying pinstripe is a skill that requires patience, practice, and a good eye for placement. Most cars
today have soft or non-existent upper body lines, making it more challenging to properly lay the stripe
along the application surface to compliment the car’s shape. Most pickups and SUVs will still look
very nice with a straight-line application that'll only curve along the front fenders.
